Three lucky anglers will embark on a seven-day fishing expedition on “The Reef” 
during prime black marlin season with the renowned Captain Tim Richardson aboard 
the Tradition.

Granders on the Great Barrier Reef

This amazing fishery was discovered in 1966 when Richard Obach, deckhand to Captain 
Georges Bransford, caught the first 1,000-pound black marlin on an exploratory trip 
aboard the Sea Baby. This catch set the first black marlin world record from the Great 
Barrier Reef. Since then, more grander black marlin have been caught here than any-
where else in the world combined! Imagine adding your name to this prestigious history.

Captain Tim Richardson and the Tradition

This is your opportunity to hunt for your own grander with Captain Tim, who has been 
fishing the Great Barrier Reef since 1989 and has captained the Tradition since 2005. 
The Tradition is a custom sportfisher designed specifically for the Reef’s waters, offering 
comfort and modern amenities such as air conditioning, Garmin electronics, Wi-Fi, deli-
cious food and a world-class crew. The boat features a master stateroom with an ensuite 
bathroom and an open-plan room with two bunks on each side.

Daily Routine

Your mornings will be spent swimming, enjoying breakfast, fishing for bait, spearfish-
ing and throwing poppers and jigs in the crystal-clear waters of the Great Barrier Reef. 
Around 10:30 am, you’ll head to the fishing grounds to begin your search for the giant 
black marlin that call “The Reef” home.

Evenings will be spent anchored in the calm waters behind “The Reef”, where you can 
relax with drinks, dinner and the legendary Aussie camaraderie.
